However, the panel designer must follow explosion
proof (Ex 'd') ratings requirements. This requires use of conduit fitting, tubes, seals,
drains, breathers, etc. You need to check if the enclosure fits the danger level and
protection type. For example, you might need Ex d for flameproof or Ex i for safe
designs.
