Mauritania launched the coastal installation of its second submarine cable, with full
deployment scheduled for August 2026 and service expected in January 2027. The
cable will deliver an initial capacity of 200 Gbps, scalable to 12 Tbps, linking the
country to Europe and South America. In 2010, the European Investment Bank (EIB)
granted Mauritania a fund of EUR 8 million, as part of its total cost of EUR 19 million.
The plan, unveiled at the launch of a fiber optic training program, aims to connect all
wilayas and moughatas to fiber.
